THAT the Budget Committee maintain funding for the Downtown Dartmouth Infrastructure
Renewal land acquisition in the amount of $2,000,000 and forward this amount to the Parking Lot.

Budget Committee discussed the motion with Jane Fraser, Chief Financial Officer, responding to
questions regarding the amount in District Capital Funds that would be available for 2020/21 following the
proposed reduction. Fraser agreed to provide additional information on the District Capital Funds carry
forward by district to the Budget Committee in the supplementary report coming back to the Committee
with the parking lot items.
