(Friday, August 19, 2011) – Attention motorists, starting Tuesday, August 23rd water main 

renewal work at the intersection of Pleasant Street and Mount Hope Avenue, will get underway. 

During construction, two-lane, two way, traffic will be maintained. Motorists should expect 

delays.

Residents affected by this temporary loss of water service will be notified. 

 

Traffic control personnel will be on-site to ensure smooth traffic flow. On site personnel will also 

maintain communication with local residents and businesses to help minimize disruption. 

Motorists are asked to use alternate routes where possible, and to proceed carefully through the 

work zone. Motorists are also reminded that speed fines double in work zones.
