


What can | do?

Confirm that your downspouts
and/or sump pumps are not
connected to the wastewater
system.

Wastewater & Stormwater What happens when it rains?

Stormwater inflow enters the
wastewater system and this may
cause wastewater to:

Wastewater: Flow from toilets, sinks,
showers, washing machines, etc.

Wastewater connection: The
underground pipe that takes
wastewater from a building to the
public system in the street.

« backup into homes, or
- overflow into our harbour,
a nearby stream or lake.

If they are, disconnect them so that
they discharge onto the ground
well away from your foundation and
neighboring properties.

Stormwater: Rain, surface water or

Water to verify if you can connect to
a stormwater system.

Stormwater inflow: Stormwater
which enters the wastewater
connection via sump pumps,
downspouts or other sources.

Why should | care?

Discharging stormwater into the
wastewater system is illegal in HRM.

Changes may be required on
private properties to comply with
Halifax Water’s Regulations as well
as new federal and provincial

legislation and regulations.

Downspout properly discharging onto the
Not complying with the Regulations homeowner’s property
may result in suspension of water
service and/or fines.
