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LAND USE BY-LAW FOR

EASTERN SHORE (EAST)

MARCH 1996

A By-law to regulate the use of land and the erection and use of buildings and structures, and to
regulate the height, bulk, location, size, spacing, character and use of buildings and structures
within the Eastern Shore East Plan Area of the former Halitaunty Municipality in the Province

of Nova Scotia.

ThePlanningAcpr ovi des in Section 43(2) that fino dev.
use bylaw passed under this Act is in effect unless a development permit issued by the
developmentoff cer has been obtainedo and,

according to Section 1(e) of this Act, ddevel
alteration, replacement or relocation of or to any building or structure and any change or alteration
intheuse made ofland,ui | di ngs or structureso.

Please note that HRM Council at its meeting on May 9, 2000, approved a motion to insert the
following notation in the Land Use B¥.aw as follows:

The provisions of the zones described in this bylaw do not apply to propertg@dwnoccupied

by Her Majesty the Queen in right of the Province of Nova Scotia or Canada in respect of a use
of the property made by the Crown. Where a privately owned or occupied property is to be used
for a federally regulated activity, the federal jisdiction may, depending on the particular
circumstances, override the requirements of this bylaw.

This document has been prepared for convenience only and incorporates amendments made by the
Council of the former Halifax County Municipality on Marchl®96 and includes the Ministerial
modifications which accompanied the approval of the Minister of Municipal Affairs on March 29,
1996. Amendments made after this approval date may not necessarily be included and for
accurate reference, recourse shouldiaée to the original documents.
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PART I TITLE

This By-law shall becited as the "Land Use Bgw the Eastern Shore (East) Plan Area" within
Halifax County Municipality.

PART?2: DEFINITIONS

In this By-law the word "shall" is mandatory and not permissive. Words used in the present tense
shall include the future; wordssed in the singular number shall include the plural and words used
in the plural number shall include the singular. The work "used" shall include "intended to be
used", "arranged" and "designed”. All other words shall carry their customary meaningy excep
for those defined hereinafter:

2.1 ACCESSORY BUILDING OR STRUCTURE means a building or structure which is
used exclusively for an accessory use and which is not attached in any way to the main
building and which conforms with all applicable requiremerthis bylaw.

2.2 ACCESSORY USE means a use which is subordinate, normally incidental, and
exclusively devoted to a main use or building permitted under the provisions of this
by-law and, where residential uses are permitted by thiawyshall inclde home
occupations related to the domestic arts of cooking, sewing, tutoring or repairing
household articles, or related to traditional crafts carried on within a dwelling without
alteration to the dwelling and without devoting any space within the dwgelli
exclusively to such occupations.

2.3 AGRICULTURAL USE means the use of land and buildings for the production of
food, water, fibre or flora or the breeding and handling of animals and includes retail or
market outlets for the sale of perishable adtural goods, but shall not include any
operation which involves more than fifty (50) domestic fowl and ten (10) of any other
type of livestock.

2.4 AGRICULTURAL USE- INTENSIVE - means the use of land and buildings in which
the predominant use is for themmercial raising of poultry, turkeys, or other fowl, fur
bearing animals, swine, the commercial growing of mushrooms, a slaughter house, a
broiler plant, or land used as an animal feed lot managed to maximum production and
output in a confined area.

25 ALTERATION means any change in the structural component or increase in the
volume of a building or structure.

2.6 ATTACHED BUILDING means a building complete in itself, which depends for
structural support, or complete enclosure upon a division wallatls shared in
common with an adjacent building or buildings.

2.7 AUTOMOTIVE REPAIR OUTLET means a building or part of a building or a clearly
defined space on a lot used for repair and service of motor vehicles and may include
muffler, brake, radiatorengine, body, paint, tire and glass shops, wheel alignment,

and other specialized activities directly related to the repair or alteration of motor
vehicles but shall not include salvage yards or the retailing of gasoline or other fuels.

BED AND BREAKFAST means a dwelling in which the proprietor supplies for
monetary gain, sleeping accommodation, with or without meals, to the travelling
public.

BOAT SHED means a building used exclusively for storing or repairing fishing and/or
recreational boatsna equipment and which is not used for seasonal or permanent
residential or commercial purposes or any other use, and which has water frontage.

BUILDING means any structure, whether temporary or permanent, used or built for
the shelter, accommodati@r enclosure of persons, animals, materials or equipment
and includes any vessel or container used for any of the foregoing purposes.

CAMPGROUND means the commercial, institutional or 4poafit use of land on
which accommodations for temporary occupancy are located or may be placed,
including tents{Deletion: MDVCCC-Jan 23/02;EFeb 10/02)camper trailers, and
recreational vehicles, amhich is primarily seasonable in operation.

CEMETERY means the use of land or structures for the interment of human remains
but shall not include the use of structures for crematorium.

COMMERCIAL ACCOMMODATION USE means every building, part of a
building, group of buildings or place of accommodation that provides one or
more rental units used for the reception of the travelling or vacationing public
and without limiting the generality of the foregoing, includes motels, hotels,
resorts, inns,cabins and lodges; but excludes bed and breakfast establishments.
(MDVCCC-Jan 23/02;EFeb 10/02)

COMMERCIAL ENTERTAINMENT USE means any building or part of a building
used for a beverage room or other similar use and video arcades, but shaludet inc
cabarets.

COMMERCIAL RECREATION USE means a building or lot or part of a building or

lot used solely for commercial, recreation or sport purposes and without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, may include animal or vehicle racing traakspgrounds,

rifle ranges, golf courses, miniature golf courses, amusement parks and centres and
drive-in theatres and may include a dwelling unit or dwelling units for maintenance or
security personnel.

COMMERCIAL VEHICLE means any vehicle which ikensed as a commercial
carrier as determined by the Registrar of Motor Vehicles and with a registered vehicle
weight or over three (3) tons.

COMPOSTING OPERATION means a public or private solid waste management
facility where the waste is processeing composting technology which may include
physical turning, windrowing, hvessel, static pile aeration or other mechanical

handling of organic matter and where the annual production of compost material
exceeds 60 cubic metres.

2.17 CONSERVATION RELATED USE means any activity carried out for the
purpose of conserving soils, water, vegetation, fish, shellfish, including wildlife
sanctuaries and similar uses to the foregoing.(RC-Jun 27/06;EAug 26/06)

2.17A CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITIO N MATERIALS, hereinafter referred to
as C&D Materials, means materials which are normally used in the construction
of buildings, structures, roadways, walls and landscaping features, and includes,
but is not limited to, soil, asphalt, brick, concrete, cermics, porcelain, window
glass, mortar, drywall, plaster, cellulose, fiberglass fibres, lumber, wood, asphalt
shingles and metals. (RESep 10/02;ENov 9/02)

2.17B CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION MATERIALS DISPOSAL SITE,

hereinafter referred to as a C&D Disposil Site, means land and /or buildings or
part of a building where C&D Materials, or Residue remaining from C&D
Processing Facilities, are disposed of by land application or burying, and shall
not include the use of inert C&D materials, approved by Provinal Department
of the Environment and Labour, for site rehabilitation within gravel pits and
quarry operations licensed by the Province of Nova Scotia. (RSep
10/02;E-Nov 9/02)

2.17C CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION MATERIALS PROCESSING
FACILITY, hereinafter referred to as a C&D Processing Facility, means lands
and/or buildings or part of a building used to sort, alter, grind, or otherwise
process, C&D Materials for reuse or recycling into new products, and shall not
include a Used Building Material Retail Outet, an operation that processes inert
C&D Materials on the site of generation and the material processed does not
leave the site except for inert C&D Materials described in Suisection 9(3) of
HRM C&D License By-law (L-200 and L-201), deconstruction of abuilding on
site, a municipal processing facility for used asphalt and concrete, or facilities
associated with reclamation of a gravel pit or quarry operations licensed by the
Province of Nova Scotia or forestry manufacturing processes. (RC-Sep
10/02;E-Nov 9/02)

2.17D CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION MATERIALS TRANSFER
STATION, hereinafter referred to as a Transfer Station, means land and/or
buildings or part of a building at which C&D Materials are received and sorted
for subsequent transport to a C&D Disposl Site or a C&D Processing Facility.
(RC-Sep 10/02;ENov 9/02)

2.18 COUNCIL means the Council of the Halifax County Municipality.

2.19 CRAFT SHOP means a building or part of a building which is used for the retailing or
wholesaling of arts andhandicrafts and shall include the fabrication of arts and
handicrafts.
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2.20 CREMATORIUM means a building or a part of the building fitted with the proper
appliances for the purposes of the cremation of human or animal remains and includes
everything incidatal or ancillary thereto.

2.21 DAYLIGHTING TRIANGLE means the triangular shaped land which is that part of
and within a corner lot, adjacent to the intersection of the front lot line and the flankage
lot line, and which is measured, from such intersecéiod along each street line the
distance required by this Baw and, along a straight line joining the point of the
required distance along each street line. In the case of a through lot, a daylighting
triangle shall also be adjacent to the interseaifdhe rear lot and the flankage lot line
and shall be measured from such intersection the distance required by-kws &yd
along a straight line joining the points of such distance.

2.22 DAY CARE FACILITY means a building, part of a building or other place,
whether known as a day nursery, nursery school, kindergarten, play school or by
any other name, with or without stated educational purpose, the operator of
which for compensation or otherwise, receives for temporary care or custody, on
a daily or hourly basis, during all or part of the day, apart from parents, more
than three (3) children not of common parentage and up to and including twelve
(12) years of age; but does not include a nursery school or kindergarten
conducted as part of a school, cabe, academy or other educational institution
where instruction is given in Grades Primary to VII. (HECC-Mar 3/09;E-Mar
21/09)

2.23 DERELICT VEHICLE means an inoperative motor vehicle which is not currently
licensed.

2.24 DEVELOPMENT OFFICER means thefimer of Halifax County Municipality, from
time to time charged by the Municipality with the duty of administering the provisions
of the Bylaw.

2.25 DWELLING

(@ Dwelling means a buildings or part of a building, occupied or capable of being
occupied aa home or residence by one or more persons, and containing one or
more dwelling units but shall not include a hotel, a motel, apartment hotel or
hostel.

(b)  Dwelling Unit means one or more habitable rooms designed, occupied or
intended for use by one anore persons as an independent and separate
housekeeping establishment in which kitchen, sleeping and sanitary facilities
are provided for the exclusive use of such persons.

(© Dwelling, Single Unitmeans a building which is a completely detached
dwelling unit.

(d) Dwelling, Auxiliary means a self contained dwelling unit within a single unit
dwelling in which unrestricted access can be gained through the main dwelling
unit.

(e) Dwelling, Mobilemeans a detached dwelling designed for transportatien aft
fabrication, whether on its own wheels or on a flatbed or other trailer, and
which arrives at the site where it is to be occupied as a dwelling complete and

ready for occupancy, except for minor and incidental unpacking and
assembling, and the foregoirghall include mobile homes and modular
dwellings having any main walls with a width of less than twenty (20) feet (6.2
m).

() Dwelling, Two Unitmeans a building containing two dwelling units.

(g0 Dwelling, Multiple Unit means a building containing #& (3) or more
dwelling units.

ERECT means to build, construct, reconstruct, alter or relocate and, without limiting
the generality of the foregoing, shall be taken to include any preliminary physical
operation such as excavating, grading, piliegipbing, filling or draining and
structurally altering any existing building or structure by an addition, deletion,
enlargement or extension but does not include work done in connection with the
subdivision approval process or the temporary storagd.of fil

ESTABLISHED GRADE means, with reference to a building, the average elevation of
the finished surface of the ground where it meets the exterior of such building, and
when used with reference to a structure, shall mean the average elevation of the
finished grade of the ground immediately surrounding such structures, exclusive in
both cases of any artificial embankment or entrenchment.

EXTRACTIVE FACILITIES means all buildings, aggregate plants, material storage
areas and weigh scales associated extractive uses and may include residential uses
which are accessory to the extractive facility provided such residential uses are
connected to a properly installed-site sewage disposal system.

EXISTING means legally in existence of the effee date of this Byaw.

FISH SHED means a building used exclusively for storing or repairing fishing and/or
aguaculture equipment and boats and which is not used for seasonal or permanent
residential purposes or any other use, and which has fr@téage.

FISH PROCESSING PLANT means a building or part of a building which is used for
the cleaning, filleting, icing, packing, canning, freezing, salting, cooking, pickling,
drying or preparing fish including shellfish, crustaceans and marints@ad animals

for market in any other manner but does not include a fish reduction plant, fish
composting operation, smokehouse or a fishing support use.

FISHING SUPPORT USE means any use which is designed to support the fishery and
aquaculture idustry and includes boat and equipment storage, maintenance buildings
and yards, retail and wholesale outlets for fish and fish products, a smokehouse, and/or
an operation where a fisherman and/or his crew processes his own catch and/or the
catch of otheffishermen, and/or where an aquaculture operator and/or his assistants
processes his own produce and/or the produce of other agquaculture operators, but does
not include a fish processing plant.

FISHERY USE means any use associated with a fisheryhakeling fishery support
uses and fish processing plants.

FORESTRY USES means commercial silviculture and the production of timber or
pulp and any uses associated with a forestry use, including forest processing
operations, vehicles and equipnt storage and maintenance buildings and yards and
retail and wholesale outlets for wood and wood products.

GARDEN CENTRE means land or a building or part thereof where horticultural
products, supplies and equipment are offered for sale directig foublic.

GROCERY STORE means a retail store in which articles for sale are restricted to a
limited range of primarily food items such as milk, bread, soft drinks, ice cream,
canned and bottled goods, snacks and candy, meat, and to compleméptssiatay
include the limited sale of magazines, books and records, housewares, toiletries,
stationery and tobacco products.

GROSS FLOOR AREA means the aggregate of the floor areas of a building above and
below grade, measured between the extermedaf the exterior walls of the building

at each floor level but excluding car parking areas within the building; and for the
purpose of this clause, the walls of an inner court shall be deemed to be exterior walls.

HEIGHT means the vertical distamof a building between the established grade and
the highest point of the roof surface for flat, hip, or gable roofs, and to the deckline for
mansard and gambrel roofs. In the case of rouliti dwellings, height shall mean the
vertical distance of a blding between the established grade and the highest point of
the roof surface for flat roofs, and to egearter the height between the finished ceiling

of the uppermost floor and the highest point of any other roof type, provided that no
roof space is uskfor human habitation.

HOME BUSINESS means any occupation or business activity resulting in a product or
service and which is conducted within all or part of the principle operator's dwelling
unit, accessory building, and/or on the lot, ansluisordinate to the residential use on

the property, and shall not include the retail sale of products other than those incidental
to the home business.

HUNTING AND FISHING CAMP means a building used faccommodation during

the hunting and fishing seasons and which may contain facilities for the preparation of
food, but shall not include any vehicle or mobile home or any part of any vehicle of
mobile home.

INSTITUTIONAL USE means any educational denominational use, day care
facility, residential care facility, fire station, police station, public works, hospital,
nursing home, public library, post office, museum and gallery, community centre and
hall, recreation use or open space use.

KENNEL means a building or structure used for the enclosure of more than two (2)
dogs which are kept for the purposes of commercial breeding or showing or for
commercial boarding with or without veterinary care.

INDUSTRIAL USE means the use of land, builgs or structures for the
manufacturing, processing, fabricating, or assembly of raw materials or goods and may
included warehousing or bulk storage of goods and related accessory uses.

LANDSCAPED AREA means a portion of the lot area which is nodl fisebuildings,
structures, parking spaces and driveways and which consists of all forms of planting
and vegetation, ground forms, rock groupings, water patterns, and all visible
construction except buildings and utilitarian structures, all of which sggded to
enhance the visual amenity of a property or to provide a screen to mitigate any
objectionable aspects that may detrimentally affect adjacent lands.

LIVESTOCK means horses, cows, pigs, sheep, goats and fowl, whether or not they are
kept forcommercial purposes.

LOT

(&) Lot means any area of land or parcel described in a deed filed in the Office of the
Registrar of Deeds for Halifax County on or before the 16th day of April 1987,
or is described in a plan and deed pursuant to the Liled Tlarification Act or
is approved on a plan of subdivision endorsed and filed in the Office of the
Registrar of Deeds for Halifax County or a lot created pursuant to s. 102(2) of
thePlanning Act

(b) Corner Lotmeans a lot situated at the intersettad, and abutting on, two or
more streets.

(c) Through Lotmeans a lot bounded on two opposite sides by streets or highways
provided, however, that if any lot qualifies as being both a corner lot and a
through lot as herein before defined, such lot dealleemed to be a corner lot
for the purpose of this Blaw.

LOT AREA means the total horizontal area within the lot lines of a lot.

LOT DEPTH means the horizontal distance between the front and rear lot lines.
Where these lot lines are nudrallel, the lot depth shall be the length of a line joining
the midpoints of the front and rear lot lines.

LOT FRONTAGE means the horizontal distance between the side lot lines are
measured along the front lot line. In the case of a corner kbt avidaylighting
triangle, the front and flankage lot lines shall be deemed to extend to their hypothetical
point of intersection for the purpose of calculating the frontage. In the case of a lot or
parcel located on a curved public street or highwayigate road or righof-way, lot
frontage shall mean the distance between the side lot lines measured along a horizontal
line joining points on each side lot line which are located at a distance of thirty (30) feet
(9.1 m) from the public street or highway private road or righbf-way.

LOT LINE
(@) Lot Line means a boundary or exterior line of a lot.

(b) Front Lot Linemeans the line dividing the lot from a street or a private road,;

) in the case of a corner lethe shorter boundary line abutting the street
or private road shall be deemed to be the front lot line and the longer
boundary line abutting the street or private road shall be deemed to be
the flankage lot line; and where $ulot lines are of equal length, the
front lot line shall be either of the lot lines and the other lot line shall be
the flankage lot line; boundaries dividing the lot from a street or private
road shall be deemed to be the front lot line; or

(i) in thecase of a lot which has as one of its boundaries the shore line of a
lake, the sea or the bank of a river, the lot line facing the access road
shall be deemed to be the front lot line.

(c) Rear Lot Linemeans the lot line farthest from or opposite to tbatflot line.

(d)  Side Lot Linemeans a lot line other than a front or rear lot line.

(e) Flankage Lot Linaneans a side lot line which abuts the street or private road
on a corner lot.

LIMS means the Land Registration and Management Service whageerty
identification numbering system is used in this-IBy to identify particular land
parcels.

MAIN BUILDING means the building in which is carried on the principal purpose or
purposes for which the building lot is used.

MAIN WALL meansthe exterior front, side or rear wall of a building and all structural
members essential to the support of a fully or partially enclosed space or roof.

MANUFACTURING AND ASSEMBLY USE means an establishment or facility
engaged in the mechanical dreenical transformation of materials or substances into
new products including the assembly of component parts, the manufacturing of
products and the blending of materials, but shall not include any use which is
obnoxious.

MARINA means a commercial €dity for storing, servicing, fuelling, berthing and
securing of marine and/or air craft (seaplanes) and may include overnight
accommodation, eating, drinking or retail facilities principally for owners, crews and
guests.

MAXIMUM LOT COVERAGE meansthat percentage of the lot area covered by all
buildings above ground level, and shall not include that portion of such lot area which
is occupied by a building or portion thereof which is completely below ground level,
and for the purpose of this defiloih that maximum lot coverage in each zone shall be
deemed to apply only to that portion of such lot which is located within said zone.

MEDICAL CLINIC means a building or part of a building where two or more
practitioners provide human health sergiogithout overnight accommodation for
patients.

OBNOXIOUS USE means a use which, but its nature or by method of operation
creates a nuisance or is offéve by creating noise or vibration, or by reason or
emitting gas, fumes, dust, oil, objectionable odour, or airborne pollutants or by reason
of the unsightly storage of goods, wares, merchandise, salvage, refuse matter, waste or
other materials and shaficlude operations which produce effluent which cannot be
disposed of by means of an-eite sewage disposal system or which involves the
processing, production or warehousing of dangerous goods.

OFFICE means a room or rooms where a business mayabgacted, a service
performed or consultation given but shall not include the manufacturing of any product
or the retail selling of goods.

OPEN SPACE USE means the use of land for public and private parks and
playgrounds, athletic fields, tenniswrts, lawn bowling greens, outdoor skating rinks,
picnic areas, cemeteries, day camps, boat launching facilities, historic sites or
monuments, and similar uses to the foregoing, together with the necessary accessory
buildings and structures, but does matlide camping grounds, golf courses, marinas

or tracks for the racing of animals or motorized vehicles.

OUTDOOR DISPLAY COURT means an area of land where goods are displayed
which are, or which are similar to other goods which are available fortsale
general public from a retail outlet located on the same lot or on another lot. Without
limiting the generality of the foregoing, outdoor display include the display of cars,
trucks, vans, motor homes, trailers, boats, snowmobiles, motorcyclaamavg
pools, decorative garden items and prefabricated cottages, sheds and homes.

OUTDOOR STORAGE means the storage of merchandise, goods, inventory, materials
or equipment or other items which are not intended for immediate sale, by locating
them ona lot exterior to a building.

PARKING LOT means a building or structure or part of a building or structure or an
open area containing parking spaces, other than a street, for two or more motor
vehicles, available for public use or as an accommaudto clients, customers, or
residents and which has adjacent access to permit ingress or egress of motor vehicles to
a street or private road by means of driveways, aisles or manoeuvring areas where no
parking or storage of motor vehicles is permitted.

PARKING SPACE means an area of not less than one hundred sixty (160) square feet
(15 sg. m.), measuring eight (8) feet (2.4 m.) by twenty (20) feet (6.1 m.), for the
temporary parking or storage of motor vehicles, and which has adequate access to
permit ingress and egress of motor vehicles to and from a street or private road by
means of driveways, aisles or manoeuvring areas.

PERSON includes an individual, association, firm, partnership, corporation, trust,
incorporated company, organizationydtee or agent, and the heirs, executors or other
legal representatives or a person to whom the context can apply according to law.

PERSONAL SERVICE SHOP means a building or part of a building in which persons
are employed in furnishing direct semgcand otherwise directly administering to the

individual and personal needs of persons, and without limiting the generality of the
foregoing, may include such establishments as barber shops, beauty parlours,
automatic laundry shops, hairdressing shop®e stepair and shoe shining, and
tailoring, laundry and drgleaning collection depots and shops, but excludes the
manufacturing or fabrication of goods for retail or wholesale distribution.

PRIVATE CLUB OR LODGE means a building and related facsit@wned or
operated by a corporation, association, or group of individuals established for the
social, educational, recreational or cultural enrichment of its members and not
primarily for profit, and whose members meet certain prescribed qualifications fo
membership and may pay dues.

PRIVATE ROAD means any street or road which is not public which is shown as a
private road on a approved plan of subdivision and the-ofyimay, alignment and
gradient is approved by the Department of Transportatimh Communications or
Halifax County Municipality.

PUBLIC PARK means a park owned or controlled by a public authority or by an board,
commission or other authority established under any statute of the Province of Nova
Scotia.

RECREATION SPACE means the use of land, buildings or structures for active
or passive recreational purposes and may include indoor recreation facilities,
sports fields, sports courts, playgrounds, multuse trails, picnic areas, scenic view
points and similar uses to the feegoing, together with the necessary accessory
buildings and structures, but does not include commercial recreation uses.

RECYCLING DEPOT means a building which is used for the deposit, collection
and handling of waste @per, rags, tires, bottles or other materials (excluding
construction and demolition materials or hazardous materials) which are to be
delivered wholesale to other operations for reclamation, processing or salvage,
but shall not include any such salvage gorocessing on the same lot or within any
building used as a recycling depot.
