Please note that HRM Council at its meeting on May 9, 2000, approved a motion to insert the
following notation in the Land Use By.aw as follows:

The provisions of the zones described in this bylaw doapply to property owned or occupied

by Her Majesty the Queen in right of the Province of Nova Scotia or Canada in respect of a use
of the property made by the Crown. Where a privately owned or occupied property is to be used
for a federally regulated actity, the federal jurisdiction may, depending on the particular
circumstances, override the requirements of this-Byw.

This document has been prepared for convenience only and incorporates amendments made by the
Council of the former Halifax County Miicipality on the 4' day of March, 1996 and includes the
Ministerial modifications which accompanied the approval of the Minister of Municipal Affairs on

the 29" day of March, 1996. Amendments made after this approval date may not necessarily be
included and for accurate reference, recourse should be made to the original documents.

PART 1: TITLE

This By-law shall be cited as the "Land Use-Byv for the Eastern Shore (West)" within Halifax
County Municipality.

PART 2: DEFINITIONS

In this By-law the word "shall" is mandatory and not permissiw&ords used in the present tense
shall include the future; words used in the singular number shall include the plural and words used
in the plural number shall include the singular. The word "used" shall include "intended to be

used”, "arranged" and "desigd". All other words shall carry their customary meaning except
for those defined hereinafter:

2.1 ACCESSORY BUILDING OR STRUCTURE means a building or structure which is
used exclusively for an accessory use and which is not attached in any way &inthe m
building and which conforms with all applicable requirements of thisby

2.2 ACCESSORY USE means a use which is subordinate, normally incidental, and
exclusively devoted to a main use or building permitted under the provisions of this
by-law and,where residential uses are permitted by thisavy, shall include home
occupations related to the domestic arts of cooking, sewing, tutoring or repairing
household articles, or related to traditional crafts carried on within a dwelling without
alterationto the dwelling and without devoting any space within the dwelling
exclusively to such occupations.

2.3 AGRICULTURAL USE means the use of land and buildings for the production of
food, water, fibre or flora or the breeding and handling of animals ahdiexretail or
market outlets for the sale of perishable agricultural goods, but shall not include any
operation which involves more than fifty (50) domestic fowl and ten (10) of any other
type of livestock.

2.4 AGRICULTURAL USE- INTENSIVE - means these of land and buildings in which
the predominant use is for the commercial raising of poultry, turkeys, or other fowl, fur
bearing animals, swine, the commercial growing of mushrooms, a slaughter house, a
broiler plant, or land used as an animal feedrlahaged to maximum production and
output in a confined area.

2.5 ALTERATION means any change in the structural component or increase in the
volume of a building or structure.

2.6 ANTIQUE SHOP means a building or part of a building which is used foethding
or wholesaling of antiques and may include the restoration and refinishing of antiques.

2.7 ART STUDIO means a building or part of a building which is used for the exhibition
and sale of paintings, sculptures, photographs or other works of art.

ATTACHED BUILDING means a building complete in itself, which depends for
structural support, or complete enclosure upon a division wall or walls shared in
common with an adjacent building or buildings.

AUTOMOTIVE REPAIR OUTLET means a building part of a building or a clearly
defined space on a lot used for repair and service of motor vehicles and may include
muffler, brake, radiator, engine, body, paint, tire and glass shops, wheel alignment, and
other specialized activities directly relatedhe repair or alteration of motor vehicles

but shall not include salvage yards or the retailing of gasoline or other fuels.

BED AND BREAKFAST means a dwelling in which the proprietor supplies for
monetary gain, sleeping accommodation, with or withmetals, to the travelling
public.

BOAT SHED means a building used exclusively for the storing or repairing of fishing
and/or recreational boats and equipment and which is not used for seasonal or
permanent residential or commercial purposes or Hrer aise.

BUILDING means any structure, whether temporary or permanent, used or built for
the shelter, accommodation or enclosure of persons, animals, materials or equipment
and includes any vessel or container used for any of the foregoing mirpose

CAMPGROUND means the commercial, institutional or 4poofit use of land on
which accommodations for temporary occupancy are located or may be placed,
including tents(Deletion: MDVCCC-Jan 23/02;EFeb 10/02)camper trailers, and
recreational velsies, and which is primarily seasonable in operation.

CEMETERY means the use of land or structures for the interment of human remains
but shall not include the use of structures for crematorium.

COMMERCIAL ACCOMMODATION USE means every building, part of a
building, group of buildings or place of accommodation that provides one or
more rental units used for the reception of the travelling or vacationing public
and without limiting the generality of the foregoing, includes motels, ttels,
resorts, inns, cabins and lodges; but excludes bed and breakfast establishments.
(MDVCCC -Jan 23/02;EFeb 10/02)

COMMERCIAL ENTERTAINMENT USE means any building or part of a building
used for a beverage room, lounge or other similar or a \adesde, but shall not
include cabarets.

COMMERCIAL RECREATION USE means a building or lot or part of a building or

lot used solely for commercial, recreation or sport purposes and without limiting the
generality of the foregoing, may include aniraal/ehicle racing tracks, campgrounds,

rifle ranges, golf courses, miniature golf courses, amusement parks and centres and
drive-in theatres and may include a dwelling unit or dwelling units for maintenance or
security personnel.

COMMERCIAL VEHICLE means any vehicle which is licensed as a commercial
carrier as determined by the Registrar of Motor Vehicles and with a registered vehicle
weight or over three (3) tons.

COMPOSTING OPERATION means a public or private solid waste management
facility where the waste is processed using composting technology which may include
physical turning, windrowing, Hvessel, static pile aeration or other mechanical
handling of organic matter and where the annual production of compost material
exceeds 60 cubic mese

CONSERVATION USE means any activity carried out for the purpose of
conserving soils, water, vegetation, fish, shellfish, including wildlife sanctuaries
and similar uses to the foregoing(RC-Jun 27/06;EAug 26/06)

CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITIO N MATERIALS, hereinafter referred to

as C&D Materials, means materials which are normally used in the construction
of buildings, structures, roadways, walls and landscaping features, and includes,
but is not limited to, soil, asphalt, brick, concrete, cermics, porcelain, window
glass, mortar, drywall, plaster, cellulose, fiberglass fibres, lumber, wood, asphalt
shingles and metals. (RE&Sep 10/02;ENov 9/02)

CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION MATERIALS DISPOSAL SITE,
hereinafter referred to as a C&D Disposl Site, means land and /or buildings or
part of a building where C&D Materials, or Residue remaining from C&D
Processing Facilities, are disposed of by land application or burying, and shall
not include the use of inert C&D materials, approved by Provinal Department
of the Environment and Labour, for site rehabilitation within gravel pits and
guarry operations licensed by the Province of Nova Scotia. (RSep
10/02;E-Nov 9/02)

CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION MATERIALS PROCESSING
FACILITY, hereinafter referred to as a C&D Processing Facility, means lands
and/or buildings or part of a building used to sort, alter, grind, or otherwise
process, C&D Materials for reuse or recycling into new products, and shall not
include a Used Building Material Retail Outet, an operation that processes inert
C&D Materials on the site of generation and the material processed does not
leave the site except for inert C&D Materials described in Suisection 9(3) of
HRM C&D License By-law (L-200 and L-201), deconstruction of abuilding on
site, a municipal processing facility for used asphalt and concrete, or facilities
associated with reclamation of a gravel pit or quarry operations licensed by the
Province of Nova Scotia or forestry manufacturing processes. (RSep
10/02;E-Nov 9/02)

CONSTRUCTION AND DEMOLITION MATERIALS TRANSFER STATION,
hereinafter referred to asa Transfer Station, means land and/or buildings or part
of a building at which C&D Materials are received and sorted for subsequent
transport to a C&D Disposal Site or a C&D Processing Facility. (RECSep
10/02;E-Nov 9/02)

COUNCIL means the Council of the Halifax County Municipality.

CRAFT SHOP means a building or part of a building which is used for the retailing or
wholesaling of arts and handiftsa and shall include the fabrication of arts and
handicrafts.

CREMATORIUM means a building or a part of the building fitted with the proper
appliances for the purposes of the cremation of human or animal remains and includes
everything incidental oancillary thereto.

DAYLIGHTING TRIANGLE means the triangular shaped land which is that part of
and within a corner lot, adjacent to the intersection of the front lot line and the flankage
lot line, and which is measured, from such intersection &rdyaach street line the
distance required by this Hgw and, along a straight line joining the point of the
required distance along each street line. In the case of a through lot, a daylighting
triangle shall also be adjacent to the intersection afg@elot and the flankage lot line

and shall be measured from such intersection the distance required by-liwe &yd

along a straight line joining the points of such distance.

DAY CARE FACILITY means a building, part of a building or other place,
whether known as a day nursery, nursery school, kindergarten, play school or by
any other name, with or without stated educational purpose, the operator of
which for compensation or otherwise, receives for temporary care or custody, on
a daily or hourly basis, during all or part of the day, apart from parents, more
than three (3) children not of common parentage and up to and including twelve
(12) years of age; but does not include a nursery school or kindergarten
conducted as part of a school, collegecademy or other educational institution
where instruction is given in Grades Primary to VII. (HECC-Mar 3/09;E-Mar
21/09)

DERELICT VEHICLE means an inoperative motor vehicle which is not currently
licensed.

DEVELOPMENT OFFICER means the officef Halifax County Municipality, from
time to time charged by the Municipality with the duty of administering the provisions
of the Bylaw.

DWELLING

(@) Dwelling means a buildings or part of a building, occupied or capable of being
occupied as a mee or residence by one or more persons, and containing one or
more dwelling units but shall not include a hotel, a motel, apartment hotel or
hostel.

(b) Dwelling Unit means one or more habitable rooms designed, occupied or
intended for use by one or mopersons as an independent and separate
housekeeping establishment in which kitchen, sleeping and sanitary facilities
are provided for the exclusive use of such persons.

(© Dwelling, Single Unitmeans a building which is a completely detached
dwelling unt.

(d) Dwelling, Two Unitmeans a building containing two dwelling units.

(e) Dwelling, Auxiliary means a self contained dwelling unit within a single unit
dwelling in which unrestricted access can be gained through the main dwelling
unit.

() Dwelling, Multiple Unit means a building containing three (3) or more
dwelling units.

() Dwelling, Mobilemeans a detached dwelling designed for transportation after
fabrication, whether on its own wheels or on a flatbed or other trailer, and
which arrives atlte site where it is to be occupied as a dwelling complete and
ready for occupancy, except for minor and incidental unpacking and
assembling, and the foregoing shall include mobile homes and modular
dwellings having any main walls with a width of less thaenty (20) feet (6.2
m).

(h)  Dwelling, Semidetachedneans a building that is divided vertically into two
(2) dwelling units by means of an abegeade common wall of at least eight
(8) feet in height which constitutes at least fifty (50) percent ohtrgzontal
axis between the two units.

ERECT means to build, construct, reconstruct, alter or relocate and, without limiting
the generality of the foregoing, shall be taken to include any preliminary physical
operation such as excavating, gradingdjngj cribbing, filling or draining and
structurally altering any existing building or structure by an addition, deletion,
enlargement or extension but does not include work done in connection with the
subdivision approval process or the temporary stooagjé.

ESTABLISHED GRADE means, with reference to a building, the average elevation of
the finished surface of the ground where it meets the exterior of such building, and
when used with reference to a structure, shall mean the average elevatiwn of
finished grade of the ground immediately surrounding such structures, exclusive in
both cases of any artificial embankment or entrenchment.

EXTRACTIVE FACILITIES means all buildings, aggregate plants, material storage
areas and weigh scales agated with extractive uses but does not include structures
or storage areas which are fundamental to the activities of mining or extraction.

EXISTING means legally in existence as of the effective date of thiaBy
FACADE means the exteri@urface of a building.

FISH COMPOSTING OPERATION means any operation conducted in a building or
part of a building or the use of land where fish offal, whole or parts of fish, fish
by-products or any combination thereof is mixed with other orgaratemal to
produce a compost but does not include a fish reduction plant.

FISH REDUCTION PLANT means a building or part of a building where fish offal,
whole or parts of fish or any combination thereof is rendered into fish meal, fertilizers,
a slury or other byproduct but does not included a fish composting operation.

FISH SHED means a building used exclusively for storing or repairing fishing and/or
aquaculture equipment and which is not used for seasonal or permanent residential
purposes oany other use.

FISH PROCESSING PLANT means a building or part of a building which is used for
the cleaning, filleting, icing, packing, canning, freezing, salting, cooking, pickling,
drying or preparing of any fish including shellfish, crustaceadsnaarine plants and
animals for market in any other manner but does not include a fish reduction plant, fish
composting operation or a fishing support use.

FISHING SUPPORT USE means any use which is designed to support the fishery and
aguaculture indstry and includes boat and equipment storage, maintenance buildings
and yards, retail and wholesale outlets for fish and fish products, a smokehouse, and/or
an operation where a fisherman and/or his/her crew processes his/her own catch and/or
the catch ofother fishermen, and/or where an aquaculture operator and/or his/her
assistants processes his/her own produce and/or the produce of other aquaculture
operators.

FISHERY USE means any use associated with a fishery use including fishing support
uses ad fish processing plants.

FOOTPRINT means the outline of a building measured at all elevations.

FORESTRY USES means commercial silviculture and the production of timber or
pulp and any uses associated with a forestry use, including forestspiig
operations, vehicles and equipment storage and maintenance buildings and yards and
retail and wholesale outlets for wood and wood products.

GARDEN CENTRE means land or a building or part thereof where horticultural
products, supplies and eguient are offered for sale directly to the public.

GARDEN SUITE means a detached dwelling unit situated on the same lot as a single
unit dwelling which is intended for but not limited to accommodation by an elderly
parent or parents of those occupythe host dwelling.

GROCERY STORE means a retail store in which articles for sale are restricted to a
limited range of primarily food items such as milk, bread, soft drinks, ice cream,
canned and bottled goods, snacks and candy, meat, and to cemiseich items may
include the limited sale of magazines, books and recorded music, housewares,
toiletries, stationery and tobacco products.

GROSS FLOOR AREA means the aggregate of the floor areas of a building above and
below grade, measured betweba exterior faces of the exterior walls of the building

at each floor level but excluding car parking areas within the building; and for the
purpose of this clause, the walls of an inner court shall be deemed to be exterior walls.

HEIGHT means theertical distance of a building between the established grade and
the highest point of the roof surface for flat, hip, or gable roofs, and to the deckline for
mansard and gambrel roofs. In the case of rouliti dwellings, height shall mean the

vertical distance of a building between the established grade and the highest point of
the roof surface for flat roofs, and to egearter the height between the finished
ceiling of the uppermost floor and the highest point of any other roof type, provided
that noroof space is used for human habitation.

HOME BUSINESS means any occupation or business activity resulting in a product or
service and which is conducted within all or part of the principle operator's dwelling
unit, accessory building, and/or on tbé& and is subordinate to the residential use on
the property, and may include the retail sale of products incidental to the home
business.

(DeletedMDVCCC -Jan 23/02;EFeb 10/02)

HUNTING AND FISHING CAMP means a building used for accommodadionng

the hunting and fishing seasons and which may contain facilities for the preparation of
food, but shall not include any vehicle or mobile home or any part of any vehicle or
mobile home.

INSTITUTIONAL USE means any educational or denominatiomse, day care
facility, residential care facility, fire station, police station, public works, hospital,
nursing home, public library, post office, museum and gallery, community centre and
hall, recreation use or open space use.

KENNEL means a builing or structure used for the enclosure of more than two (2)
dogs which are kept for the purposes of commercial breeding and/or for commercial
boarding with or without veterinary care.

LANDSCAPED AREA means a portion of the lot area which is nad éi@ebuildings,
structures, parking spaces and driveways and which consists of all forms of planting
and vegetation, ground forms, rock groupings, water patterns, and all visible
construction except buildings and utilitarian structures, all of which sgyded to
enhance the visual amenity of a property or to provide a screen to mitigate any
objectionable aspects that may detrimentally affect adjacent lands.

LIMS means the Land Information Management Service whose property identification
numbering gstem is used in this Byaw to identify particular land parcels. The
LIMS is a division of the provincial department of Municipal Affairs and is responsible
for the production of comprehensive property and ownership mapping for the
province.

LINTEL means the horizontal support member across the head of a door or window.

LIVESTOCK means horses, cows, pigs, sheep, goats and fowl, whether or not they are
kept for commercial purposes.

LOT

(@) Lot means any area of land or parcel describheddeed filed in the Office of the
Registrar of Deeds for Halifax County on or before the 16th day of April 1987,

or is approved on a plan of subdivision endorsed and file¢de Office of the
Registrar of Deeds for Halifax County or a lot created pursuant to Section
102(2) of thePlanning Act

(b) Corner Lotmeans a lot situated at the intersection of, and abutting on, two or
more streets.

(c) Through Lotmeans a lot boursdl on two opposite sides by streets or highways
provided, however, that if any lot qualifies as being both a corner lot and a
through lot as herein before defined, such lot shall be deemed to be a corner lot
for the purpose of this Blaw.

LOT AREA means the total horizontal area within the lot lines of a lot.

LOT DEPTH means the horizontal distance between the front and rear lot lines.
Where these lot lines are not parallel, the lot depth shall be the length of a line joining
the midpoints ofthe front and rear lot lines.

LOT FRONTAGE means the horizontal distance between the side lot lines are
measured along the front lot line. In the case of a corner lot with a daylighting
triangle, the front and flankage lot lines shall be deemedtnd to their hypothetical
point of intersection for the purpose of calculating the frontage.

Awning Sign: A sign painted on or attached to the cover of a movable
metallic frame, of the hinged, roll or folding type of awning.

Billboard : A free-standing sign larger than 35 sq.ft. in gross area, or a
wall sign that covers more than ten percent (10%) of the area to which it
is affixed.

Construction _Sign:  An on premise sign identifying the contractor,
architect and/or engineer's name, address and other pertinent
information.

Flashing Sign A sign whose illumination is not kept constant in
intensity at all times when in use, and which exhibits changes in light,
colour, direction or animation. Illluminated signs which indicate the
date, time and/or temperature will not be considered flashing signs aier
these regulations.

Free-Standing Sign A self-supporting sign not attached to any building,
wall or fence, but in a fixed location.

llluminated Sign: Any sign lit by electrical bulb(s), fluorescent light(s)
or neon tube(s). Neon tubes used as abstract, graphic, decorative or
architectural elements shall be considered to constitute an illuminated
sign.

Landmark Sign: An older sign of Historic merit, uniqueness or
extraordinary significance to the district. These signs shall be identified
by the local Historic Society or in their absence the Council or its
successors.

Marguee Sign A sign painted on, attached to, or consisting of an
interchangeable copy reader, on a permanerdverhanging shelter which
projects from the face of a building.

Multiple Signs: A group of signs clustered together in a single structure
or compositional unit. Multiple signs are used to advertise several
occupants of the same building and/or compk.

Off-Premises Signs Any sign which is not on the premises of a business,
and may include a billboard.

On-Premises _Signs Any sign that advertises, calls attention to or
identifies the occupant of the property on which the sign is maintaineay
the business transacted thereon, or advertises the property itself or any
part of it for sale or rent.

Political Signs Any sign designed to influence the action of voters for
the election of a candidate for office in any level of government or tany
governmental body, or for the passage or defeat of a measure.
Projecting Sign: A sign which is affixed at an angle to a building, tree or
other structure and which extends more than eighteen (18) inches beyond
the surface to which it is affixed.

DEVELOPMENT PERMITS

No development shall be permitted unless a development permit has been issued and no

development permit shall bgesued unless all the provisions of thislBw are satisfied.

Any development permit shall be in force for a period of one (1) year from the date of issue

and any permit may be-issued upon request and subject to review by the Development

Officer provided that the request is received before the expiry of the current permit.

Where any development permit is issued, such permit may include permission for any

single development, or for more than one (1) development, or for any or all elements

relatedto any development, provided that such are specified by the permit and provided

also that no development permit shall pertain to more than one (1) lot.

Notwithstanding Section 4.1(a) above, no development permit shall be required for the

following:

(1) any open space use which does not involve a building or structure;

(i) any accessory building or structure which has less than three hundred (300) square
feet (27.9 M) of gross floor area; and

(i) any sign which is permitted under Section 5.3.

Where a property is subject to a rezoning approved between December 1, 2005 and
April 29, 2006, the Development Officer may reduce the requirements adopted to
implement the Regional Municipal Planning Strategy,to the greatest extent
possible to allow the proposed development that was the subject of the rezoning.

LICENCES, PERMITS AND COMPLIANCE WITH OTHER BYAWS

Nothing in this Bylaw shall exempt any person from complyingh the requirements of

the Building Bylaw or any other byaw in force within the Municipality, or to obtain any
licence, permission, permit, authority or approval required by any othEwbpf the
Municipality or statute and regulation of the Prowraf Nova Scotia.

Where the provisions in this Bgw conflict with those of any other municipal or
provincial regulations, Blaws or codes, the higher or more stringent requirements shall
prevail except where the reduced lot frontage provisionseo6tibdivision Bylaw have
been applied.

SEWAGE DISPOSAL AND WATER SYSTEMS

Where any lot is developed with a septic tank and disposal field after the adoption ofliug By

the minimum orsite requirements of this Baw shall apply for the purposaf obtaining a
development permit; for the purpose of obtaining a permit for the installation of a septic tank, the
regulations of the Nova Scotia Department of the Environment shall prevail.

All existing uses are permitted uses and as such are permitted to expand, resume operation if
discontinued or be replaced or rebuilt if destroyed, on the lot which they occupied on the effective
date of this Bylaw, subject to the requirements of the zone in whidls located, with the
exception of uses identified in Section 3.6(a), which shall only be permitted by development
agreement.

TEMPORARY CONSTRUCTION USES PERMITTED

Nothing in this By-law shall prevent the use of land or the use or erection of a
temporary building or structure which is necessary and accessory to construction in
progress, such as a work camp or construction camp, mobile home, sales or rental
office, tool or maintenance shed or scaffold, including a shipping container which
serves as one of the foregoing, except as a mobile home, sales or rental offices,
provided that a development permit has been issued.

A rock crusher may be used at the site of a demalitn of a structure or building, the
site of construction of primary or secondary services pursuant to the Regional
Subdivision By-law, or at the site of development permitted pursuant to this Byaw,
provided a development permit has been issued for suclse.

A development permit may only be issued for the temporary use of a rock crusher.

A development permit issued for the use of a temporary rock crusher accessory to
demolition of a structure or building pursuant to this By-law or a development
pursuant to this Bylaw shall be valid for any period specified not exceeding sixty
(60) days. A development permit issued under this clause may be renewed for a
period not to exceed thirty (30) days at a time, if a development officer determines
that an extension of the period is necessary.No rock crusher shall be located or
used within three (3) metres of any property boundary

A development permit issued for the use of a temporary rock crusher accessory to
the construction of primary or secondary sevices pursuant to the Regional
Subdivision Bylaw shall be valid for any period which does not exceed the
construction time schedule specified in the subdivision agreement. No rock crusher
for which a permit has been issued under this clause shall b@cated or used within
sixty (60) metres of any building used for residential or institutional purposes; with
the exception of fire stations, police stations, public works facilities, cemeteries,
historic sites and monuments, and recreational trails where noock crusher shall be
located orused within three (3) metres of any property boundary.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Bylaw, a temporary rock crusher
accessory to construction in progress shall not be used to process material for export
to another site nor to process material imported to the site.

A temporary rock crusher may be used as an accessory to demolition in progress to
process demolished material for export to another site subject to disposal in
accordance with the requiremerts of this By-law and the C&D Materials Recycling
and Disposal License Bylaw. (HECC-Jan20/09; EFeb 7/09)

VEHICLE BODIES

No truck, bus, coach, motor home, camper trailer or streetcar body, nor a structure of any kind,
other than a dwelling unit ected and used in accordance with this and all othdaBy of the
Municipality, shall be used for human habitation, and no vehicle body shall be used as a
commercial building except in a MU (Mixed Use), FI (Fishing Industry), -@r (Business
Industry) Zne.

415 RESTORATION TO A SAFE CONDITION

Nothing in this Bylaw shall prevent the strengthening or restoring to a safe condition of any
building or structure, provided that in the case of acmmforming use, the provisions of Sections

4.16 BUILDING TO BE MOVED

No building, residential or otherwise, shall be moved within or into the area covered by this
By-law without obtaining a development permit from the Development Officer.

4.17 HEIGHT REGULATIONS

The height regulations of this Bgw shall not apply to church spires, water tanks, elevator
enclosures, silos, flagpoles, television or radio antennae, telecommunication towers, space
centres, ventilators, skylights, barns, chimneys, clock towersglmills (RC-Aug 16/11;EOct
29/11)or solarcollectors.

418 WATERCOURSE SETBACKS AND BUFFERS

(1)(&) No development permit shall be issued for any development within 20m of the
ordinary highwater mark of any watercourse.

(b)  Where the average positivelspes within the 20m buffer are greater than 20%, the
buffer shall be increased by 1 metre for each additional 2% of slope, to a maximum
of 60m.

(c) Within the required buffer pursuant to clauses (a) and (b), no excavation, infilling,
tree, stump and othervegetation removal or any alteration of any kind shall be
permitted in relation to a development.

(e) Notwithstanding clause (a), the required buffer for construction and demolition
operations slall be as specified under the applicable CD Zone.

() Within the buffer required pursuant to clause (f), no excavation, infilling, tree,
stump and other vegetation removal or any alteration of any kind shall be permitted
in relation to a development.

(2)  Notwithstanding subsection (1), where an existing residential main building is
located within the required buffer, accessory structures, subject to meeting other
requirements of this by-law, shall be permitted provided they are located no closer to
the watercourse than the existing main building.

(3)  Where the configuration of any existing lot, including lots approved as a result of
completed tentative and final subdivisions applications on file prior to the effective
date of the Regional Municipal Plannirg Strategy, is such that no main building
could be located on the lot, the buffer distance shall be reduced in a manner which
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would provide the greatest possible separation from a watercourse having regard to
other yard requirements.

4) Notwithstanding subsection (1), nothing in this bylaw shall prohibit the removal of
windblown, diseased or dead trees, deemed to be hazardous or unsafe.

(5) Notwithstanding subsection (1), the selective removal of vegetation to maintain the
overall health of the buffer maybe authorized by the Development Officer where a
management plan is submitted by a qualified arborist, landscape architect, forester
or forestry technician.

(6) Every application for a development permit for a building or structure to be erected
pursuant to this section, shall be accompanied by plans drawn to an appropriate
scale showing the required buffers, existing vegetation limits and contours and other
information including professional opinions, as the Development Officer may
require, to determine that the proposed building or structure will meet the
requirements of this section. (RCJun 27/06;EAug 26/06)

4.18A COASTAL AREAS (RC-Jun 27/06;EAug 26/06)

Awning signs must be painted on or attached flat against the surface of the awning. They
may not ex¢nd beyond the valance or be attached to the underside.
