3. Give Notice of Motion to consider the proposed development agreement, as set out in
Attachment B of the staff report dated October 18, 2023, to permit a 30-storey mixed-use
residential and commercial building on the southeast corner of the Robie Street and
Spring Garden Road intersection, while rehabilitating four municipally registered heritage
buildings on Carlton Street. The public hearing for the development agreement shall be
held concurrently with that indicated in Recommendation 1;

4. Provisionally approve the proposed development agreement for a 30-storey mixed-use
residential and commercial building on the southeast corner of the Robie Street and
Spring Garden Road intersection, while rehabilitating four municipally registered heritage
buildings on Carlton Street, which shall be substantially of the same form as set out in
Attachment B of the staff report dated October 18, 2023; and

thereof granted by Council on request of the property owner, from the date of final
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approval by Council and any other bodies as necessary, including applicable appeal
periods, whichever is later, otherwise this approval will be void and obligations arising
hereunder shall be at an end.
