Volunteer Ground Search and Rescue Teams
(GSAR) in the municipality, in addition to a one-time
operating grant to the Sheet Harbour GSAR of
$33,352.23.

Traditionally, GSAR teams have aided government
authorities in the event of a missing person, notably
in wilderness areas and/or severe weather.
Increasingly, this role has expanded to include pre-
emptive evacuation or evacuation following a natural
or human-induced disaster, wellness checks (post
disaster recovery or in support of the homeless),
and searches for persons with a cognitive disability
or mental iliness.

The 2023/24 budget for the grants to
GSAR/emergency management organizations is
$141,300, which has not increased in the past
decade, while costs have continued to rise. Although
GSAR searches were predominately located in rural
locations, the scope of GSAR operations has grown
exponentially during the past few years into the
suburban and urban areas. Furthermore, Regional
Council was supportive of an increase in funding to
volunteer emergency service providers for
consideration in the fiscal 2024/25 budget process.

RENAMING OF CORNWALLIS
STREET TO NORA BERNARD

On December 13, 2022, Regional Council approved
the renaming of Cornwallis Street to Nora Bernard
Street. The new street name will come into effect on
Monday, October 30, 2023.

HAZARD, RISK AND VULNERABILITY
ASSESSMENT

To keep improving how we make decisions,
understand community vulnerabilities, and mitigate
emergency risks and hazards, the Halifax Regional
Municipality Emergency Management Division is
conducting a Hazard, Risk and Vulnerability
Assessment (HRVA), starting spring 2023.

Divided into four phases, the HRVA program will
establish profiles and recommendations for action
for each of the municipality’s districts. Informed
through comprehensive public engagement, these
profiles will increase our understanding of human-,
natural- or conflict-caused hazards that exist and
how they increase community vulnerability. The
recommendations will then be put into use and
adapted based on continual review of HRVA
profiles.
