Summary

46 vehicle/pedestrian collisions were reported in January - August 2020, in Halifax Regional
Municipality.

In addition, there were 16 collisions involving a bicycle/scooter/skateboard.

46 incidents were strictly vehicle/pedestrian collisions, with 48 pedestrian victims.

Note:

This report presents strictly vehicle/pedestrian collisions and excludes those incidents
involving bicycles.

Scooters/skateboards are recorded under bicycles for purposes of this report.
31 party reports that lack evidence have not been included in this report.

Some incidents may be excluded as they do not meet the parameters being tracked in this
report.

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Trends

Vehicle/pedestrian collisions saw no change in August 2020 over the previous month. It should
be noted that the number of incidents decreased by 2 when compared to August of 2019.
