Summary

in Halifax Regional Municipality.

* Of these collisions, 2 involved a bicycle or scooter.

* The remaining 43 incidents were strictly vehicle/pedestrian collisions, with 44
pedestrian victims.

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Trends

Vehicle/pedestrian collisions increased by 5 incidents in February 2019 over the previous month.
Incidents this month increase by 3 incidents when compared to February of 2018.
